balanca comercial do setor florestal brasileiro fechou o

primeiro semestre deste ano com saldo positivo de

US$ 7 bilhoes, alta de 14,7% sobre o resultado do mesmo

periodo de 2023, segundo mostra o Mosaico IBA, boletim
produzido pela Inddstria Brasileira de Arvores. Ao todo, as expor-
tacoes de produtos florestais tiveram um incremento de 13,8%,
enquanto as importacoes cresceram 3%.

Principal produto de exportagio do setor, a celulose teve bom
aumé%&nu segundo trimestre de 2024, apds um primeiro trimestre de
estabilidade na comparacdo anual. As vendas do produto ao exterior
foram 19% superior frente aos seis primeiros meses de 2023, totalizan-
do USS$ 4,95 bilhoes.

Ja as exportagoes de papel cresceram 5,2% em mmparaqﬁa%;;nes-
mo periodo no ano passado, totalizando US$ 1,27 bilhdo. Os painéis de
madeira tiveram forte alta das vendas externas com 50,8% a mais no
semestre, chegando a US$ 218,3 milhoes.

Em termos de produgéo, foram 12,7 milhdes de toneladas de celulose
no primeiro semestre deste ano, alta de 5,9% na comparacao sazonal. A
produgio de papel, por sua vez, chegou a 5,7 milhdes de toneladas de
janeiro a junho, altaﬁie 6,5%. Destaque para o papel para embalagem,
cuja produgao teve alta de 10,3%, com 3,2 milhoes de toneladas.

O setor de arvores cultivadas é atualmente um dos motores da econo-
mia brasileira, tendo tido 4% de participacao na balanca comercial brasi-
leira no primeiro semestre deste ano, além de ser o quarto item da pauta
de exportacdes do pujante agro nacional. Nos seis primeiros meses de
2024, sua participacao foi de 8,1% na balanga comercial do agronegdcio.

Principais mercados

O principal mercado comprador de produtos florestais brasileiros
segue sendo a China, a frente de Europa e América do Norte. O gigante
asiatico comprou US$ 2,1 bilhoes, 1‘ ndo 95% do montante em celulose.
No primeiro semestre de 2024, a *hina aumentou a compra dos trés
principais produtos da pauta de exportagao do setor: celulose (+11,7%),
papel (+140,2%) e painéis de madeira (+104,8%).

A Europa aparece em segundo lugar como destino de produtos
florestais brasileiros, com crescimento de 27,1% no periodo analisado,
o equivalente a US$ 1,84 bilhdo. Ja a América do Norte incrementou
em 14,9% suas compras de produtos florestais no geral, totalizando
US$ 1,76 bilhao.

“Notamos crescimento nos principais mercados, caso da China,
Europa e América do Norte”, afirma Paulo Hartung, presidente da IBA.
“O Boletim Mosaico mostra como o setor nacional de arvores cultivadas
é importante fornecedor planetirio desse insumo. A pauta da transi-
¢ao ecoldgica rumo a economia de baixo carbono esta cada vez mais
presente e mais urgente. O Brasil se destaca com a oferta de produtos
que sdo renovaveis, reciclaveis e biodegradaveis, e com 0 compromisso
historico com a sustentabilidade do nosso setor.” O

he trade balance of Brazils forestry sector closed

the first half of 2024 with a positive balance of
USD 7 billion, an increase of 14.7% compared to

the same period in 2023, according to Mosaico
1ba, the news bulletin produced by the Brazilian Tree
Industry. Overall, forest prﬂ%ﬁﬁt exports increased by 13.8%,
while imports grew by 3%.

The sectors main export product, pulp, registered a
significant increase in the second quarter of 2024, after a stable
first quarter compared to the previous year. Pulp exports were
19% higher compared to the first six months of 2023, totaling
USD 4.95 billion.

Meanwhile, paper exports grew by 5.2% compared to the same
period last year, totaling USD 1.27 billion. Weod panel exports
saw a strong increase with a 50.8% rise in the semester, reaching

USD 218.3 million. '

In terms of production, 12.7 million tons of pulp were produced
in the first half of this year, a 5.9% increase compared to the same
period last year. Paper production reached 5.7 million tons from
January to June, representing a 6.5% increase. Notably, packaging
paper production increased by 10.3%, with 3.2 million tons produced.

The planted tree sector is currently one of the drivers of Brazils
economy, accounting for 4% of the countrys trade balance in the
first ) if of this year, and it is the fourth largest export item in
Brazil’s robust agricultural sector. In the first six months of 2024,
its share amounted to 8.1% of the agribusiness trade balance.

Main Markets h

The primary market for Brazilian forest products continues
being China, ahead of Europe and North America. The Asian giant
purchased USD 2.1 billion, with 95% of that amount being pulp. In
the first half of 2024, China increased its purchases of the sectors
three main export products: pulp (+11.7%), paper (+140.2%), and
wood panels (+104.8%).

having grown 27.1% during the period analyzed, equivalent to
USD 1.84 billion. North America increased its purchases of forest
products by 14.9%, totaling USD 1.76 billion.

“We are seeing growth in the most important markets, like

president of Ibd. “The Mosaico Bulletin shows how Brazil's planted
tree sector is a vital global supplier of this raw material.
