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INDICATORS OF THE PLANTED
TREES SECTOR

Boletim Mosaico, produzido pela Industria Brasileira de

Arvores (IBA), traz nesta edi¢do os resultados do setor

de arvores cultivadas no periodo de janeiro a setembro
de 2025, demonstrando que esta industria manteve seu protagonis-
mo no comércio exterior do agronegdcio.

O resultado do setor brasileiro de arvores cultivadas para fins
industriais e de restauragao registrou desempenho positivo no acu-
mulado de janeiro a setembro de 2025, especialmente puxado pela
producio e exportagio de celulose que cresceram 14,2% no compa-
rativo anual - ao todo, 15,7 milhdes de toneladas foram exportadas.
No caso da produgio de celulose, ela chegou a 21,7 milhées de tone-
ladas no periodo, expansio de 16,1% em relacio a 2024.

Ja a produgdo de papel manteve-se estavel, somando 8,5 milhées
de toneladas, com aumento nas vendas domésticas (+1,9%), nas
exportacoes (+4,2%) e nas importagdes (+7,1%). No segmento de
painéis de madeira, as exportacdes recuaram 4,5%, enquanto as
vendas domésticas cresceram 1,8%. Vale lembrar que tanto papéis
quanto painéis de madeira foram atingidos pelas tarifas impostas
pelo governo norte-americano.

Em valores, as exportacdes do setor somaram ao todo
US$ 11,3 bilhoes entre janeiro e setembro, queda de 3% na compa-
ragdo anual. A China segue como principal destino dos produtos do
setor, sobretudo em celulose. As exportagdes para o pais cresceram
11,8% em relacdo ao mesmo periodo do ano passado. O gigante
asiatico ¢ seguido por Europa, América do Norte e América Latina,
embora haja registro de queda das exportagdes gerais para esses destinos.

Mesmo em um cenario global marcado por instabilidades co-
merciais, o setor de arvores cultivadas segue contribuindo de for-
ma expressiva para a economia brasileira. Mantém participagao
relevante tanto na balan¢a comercial do pais (4,4%), quanto na do
agronegodcio (8,9%), reforcando sua presenga como exportador de
produtos de base florestal competitivos e sustentaveis.

“O setor chega ao terceiro trimestre com aumento consisten-
te na producio de celulose, estabilidade na produciao de papel e
recupera¢do nas vendas domésticas. Ainda vivemos um contexto
mundial incerto, com mudangas rapidas nas relagdoes comerciais.
Nesse cenario, o Brasil, como maior exportador global de celulose,
segue firme em seu compromisso de oferecer solugdes sustentaveis,
competitivas e de fonte renovavel ao mundo’, afirma Paulo Hartung,
presidente da IBA.

he Boletim Mosaico, published by Iba (Brazilian

Tree Industry), presents in this edition the

performance of the planted trees sector from
January to September 2025, showing that the industry has
maintained its leading position in Brazil's agribusiness
export portfolio.

Brazil’s planted-trees industry — serving both industrial
applications and restoration — posted positive results in the
January-September 2025 period, driven in particular by
pulp production and exports, which grew 14.2% year over
year and totaled 15.7 million tons shipped. Pulp production
reached 21.7 million tons in the period, a 16.1% increase
compared with 2024.

Paper production remained stable at 8.5 million tons,
with growth in domestic sales (+1.9%), exports (+4.2%),
and imports (+7.1%). In the wood panels segment, exports
declined 4.5%, while domestic sales rose 1.8%. It is worth
noting that both paper and wood panels were affected by the
tariffs imposed by the U.S. government.

In monetary terms, sector exports totaled USD 11.3 billion
between January and September, a 3% year-over-year
decrease. China remains the primary destination for the
sector’s products, particularly pulp. Exports to the Asian
giant rose 11.8% compared with the same period last year.
The country is followed by Europe, North America, and Latin
America, although overall exports to these regions declined.

Even in a global environment marked by trade instability,
the planted-trees sector continues to make a significant
contribution to the Brazilian economy. Its share remains
noteworthy in both the national trade balance (4.4%) and
agribusiness exports (8.9%), reinforcing its role as a supplier
of competitive and sustainable forest-based products.

“The sector closes the third quarter with consistent growth
in pulp production, stable paper output, and a recovery in
domestic sales. We continue to face an uncertain global
landscape, with rapid shifts in trade relations. In this context,
Brazil — as the world’s largest pulp exporter — remains
firmly committed to delivering sustainable, competitive, and
renewable-source solutions to global markets,” says Paulo

Hartung, Ibd’s president.
